	1. INTRODUCTIONS AND ADMINISTRATION

Apologies were read out to members of the LLC.

2. ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
Outstanding action from last meeting was J Hardman’s written confirmation to R Dodd regarding his acceptance of the £2000 contribution for the disabled ramp. Members were unable to confirm this action due to the absence of both J Hardman and R Dodd. 

3. ENVIROMENTAL FUND
There have been no new applications made to the GDF Storage Limited Environmental Fund.

R Jackson read an e-mail from R Dodd confirming the current position of the fund:
GRANTS PAID THIS YEAR

Allostock Social Committee                 £3 000

Rudheath Parish Council                     £3 000

Lach Dennis Village Hall                      £2 000

BALANCE REMAINING                     £12 000
Members of the LLC were reminded to mention the fund to local organisations to promote applications.

4. PRESENTATION OF STORENGY UK LIMITED
J Badet gave a presentation regarding the new company name and structure. 

5. LLC NEWSLETTER
J Badet presented the 2nd LLC Newsletter to members.

N Brow suggested that one of the environmental funded projects could feature in the next newsletter.

6. PROJECT PROGRESS REPORT
J O’Donnell provided an overview of the project to date:

No safety or environmental incidents have been recorded since the last LLC meeting.

Drilling of the first 10 wells is complete. Civil works are nearing completion and are expected to be finished beginning of March. Mechanical and Electrical Contractor has completed 2 well heads. Pipe work has started in the Solution Mining Compound and the pumps are installed.
Major activity on site is planting. By the end of this season, 23 000 plants will have been planted on site.

Movement of heavy vehicles has been greatly reduced, now average around 10 a day.
R Brookfield asked when landscaping would commence between Lach Dennis and the construction site.

J O’Donnell said that this would be Autumn 2009 as planting had been concentrated on the farm area.

A Leadbetter provided an update on phase 2 of the project:
The next phases of the project will involve the construction of 18 wells. The next phase of drilling will commence in 2009 which means additional infrastructure works are required.
Learning from phase 1 has identified ways to reduce the impact on the environment by rerouting the internal roads. In phase 2 the numbers of trees that will need felling has been reduced to 2 from 6, the length of hedging to be removed has been reduced to 50m from 75m and water crossings have all been reduced from 4 to 2.
A notice is due to appear in the local press, on site and Parish councillors/ residents have already been informed of the proposed alternative road layout. R Brookfield confirmed that Cheshire County Council have no objections to the proposed road layout and have encouraged the application. If anyone has any concerns then they can contact R Brookfield directly.

Drawings were present at the meeting for members to consult.
R Brookfield – site monitoring:
Conducted a site monitoring visit 4th February and was satisfied with the results. The report was passed around for members to consult. 
7. COMPLAINTS REVIEW
At present there is 1 complaint. A resident from Lach Dennis has raised the issue of lighting that has been on until late at night. R Brookfield contacted J O’Donnell to resolve the issue. The light causing the problem has been located and has since been extinguished. 

8. OPEN FORMUM
C Lowe informed members that the lighting column on the island opposite the entrance to the site on King Street has still not been replaced due to the weather - personnel have been allocated to gritting etc.
R Brookfield discussed the e-on exhibition that took place in Byley village Hall. J Badet confirmed that Storengy UK Limited will be holding a similar exhibition in September, details of which will be released closer to the date.
