	1. INTRODUCTIONS AND ADMINISTRATION

Round the table introductions were made for the benefit of new attendees Graham Aveyard and Chris Lowe.
2. ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
Actions from the applications to the environmental fund from Friends of Stubb Lane Play Area (Ref 003) and Broken Cross Action on Climate Change (Ref 004) are currently on hold in R Dodd’s absence.
3. ENVIROMENTAL FUND
There have been no new applications made to the GDF Storage Limited Environmental Fund.

J Hardman clarified that the Lach Dennis Village Hall application (Ref 005) from the meeting held on 15/10/2008 was for disabled access at the rear of the hall and for a door step at another door. Members of the hall committee have reviewed the application and the offer of £2,000 and have decided to accept the offer and will fund the remainder required independently. The Lach Dennis Village Hall committee asked if they would be eligible to apply to the fund for a second time to fund another project. 
R Brookfield confirmed that applicants are eligible to make multiple applications.

R Brookfield also recommended that future applicants be allowed to stay in the room when votes are cast as this provides opportunity to ask questions and avoid misunderstandings. However, the applicant does not have the right to vote.
N Brow asked that J Hardman replies formally to R Dodd with the outcome.
J Wilson thanked GDF Storage for the donation they gave to Allostock Social Committee for the concealed lighting system. 
4. PROJECT PROGRESS REPORT
J O’Donnell provided an overview of the project to date:

No safety or environmental incidents have been recorded since the last LLC meeting.

Drilling is progressing well and will be completed in January 2009. The 9th well has recently been completed and BDF are now drilling the 10th and final well. 

Landscaping season began in November and will continue through to March. Most of the landscaping is centred around gapping up hedgerows in line with the planning application.

R Brookfield – site monitoring:
Conducted a site monitoring visit in November and was satisfied with the results – no complaints.
GDF Storage has submitted applications in relation to lighting schemes and level surveys – these have all been approved and signed off.

C Lowe informed members that the lighting column on the island opposite the entrance to the site on King Street will be replaced as soon as possible. 
5. COMPLAINTS/ PROCEDURE

Complaints log:
GDF Storage representatives confirmed that they have received no complaints.
Complaints:
R Brookfield has received no complaints regarding the GDF Storage Project.
6. OPEN FORUM
Question: M Boag-Munroe asked if there will be a substantial rig used for the precise level survey indicators.
Response: J O’Donnell confirmed that the rig used would be a small tripod design towed behind a 4 wheel drive vehicle. On-site activities associated with the precise level survey would begin early in 2009.
Question:  A Leadbetter asked if the split of the Cheshire County Council into East and West divisions would have an affect.

Response: R Brookfield confirmed that it would not; council staff associated with the Stublach Project will remain in their existing locations. 

Question: C Lowe asked if GDF Storage would connect to the new national grid gas main that is proposed for 2012.

Response: A Leadbetter stated the National Grid is carrying out a Feasibility Study associated with the connection point. National Grid has indicated that the connection point will be into the existing 36” diameter line that runs through the Stublach Site.
