	1. INTRODUCTIONS AND ADMINISTRATION

2. ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
N Brow reviewed actions from the last meeting:

K Harsham was requested to provide R Dodd with the new GDF Suez logo. This has been completed.
J O’Donnell was asked to prepare a progress map of the site; this will be covered in item 5 of the agenda.

3. ENVIROMENTAL FUND
Members were reminded that £14,000 remains in the fund to allocate to projects. R Dodd presented 3 applications to the GDF Storage Environmental Fund:

Ref 003          Friends of Stubb Lane Play Area – Lostock Gralam
This is the application that was deferred from the last LLC meeting in August. The group have re-submitted the application in an attempt to clarify the previous issues including planning conditions around the site. In response to the question raised at the last meeting, Vale Royal Borough Council applied to the section 106 agreement to provide for infrastructure improvements however this was not for recreational provision on this site.
N Brow asked when the financial year for the fund will start again.

J Badet confirmed that this will be April 2009

After discussions it was noted that the project was similar to that of the Rudheath Project which was given a £3000 donation in June 2008 and that Rudheath is a significantly larger area than Lostock. The sustainability of the project was also raised given that the remaining fund required is £44,000.
Ref 004        Broken Cross Action on Climate Change – Paul Mathias
Application for financial support to a small new group that seek to raise awareness of climate change issues and encourage households to reduce their carbon footprint.  The amount requested is £1,500. The rationale for this application is that the group are helping to raise awareness of an issue that is of increasing importance to everyone in the country. 
R Dodd confirmed that the group is approved as a Vale Royal Community Voluntary Service. Vale Royal would be the fund holder of the donation. They would ensure its safe allocation and release the money as required.

After discussions it was felt that the application failed to demonstrate how the project could develop.
There are also existing government agencies that are able to provide grants and services to home owners free of charge. 

After discussions it was decide that the group should register as a charity and gain the support of their local Parish Council and then re-apply to the fund.

Ref 005        Lach Dennis Village Hall – Lach Dennis
J Hardman was asked to leave the table whilst this application was discussed.

Application for new disabled access to the rear of the hall. The amount requested is based upon two quotes the hall has received and is £3,424. The rationale for the application is that the new access would comply with a recent risk assessment of the hall and ensure that it is fully compliant with the disability discrimination act. 
After discussions it was decided that a donation of £2,000 would be given to the hall.
NB: In the week following the meeting, it was discovered that the Lach Dennis Village Hall application was for a disabled access and a step at one of the existing exits.  In light of this new information, the application will be reviewed at the next LLC meeting in December. 
R Dodd asked N Brow to sign off all 3 decisions regarding the three applications to the fund. 

4. Presentation of GDF Storage Newsletter
J Badet presented the first edition of the GDF Storage newsletter to members. Draft copies were circulated whilst official copies are awaiting print.

The newsletter provides information on the company, the project, site progress, environmental fund and health and safety.

J Badet encourages readers of the newsletter to give GDF Storage feedback on the newsletter and any suggestions for the second edition.

Copies of the newsletter will be sent to local libraries and council offices once the prints have been produced.

5. PROJECT PROGRESS REPORT
J O’Donnell provided an overview of the project to date:

In the last 415 man hours there have been no major first aid incidents and environmental conditions are controlled and good. 
J O’Donnell used the progress maps to visually show members the progression on site.
R Brookfield – site monitoring:
R Brookfield distributed his site monitoring reports.

R Brookfield’s July 2008 report showed the pipelines exposed.

The September 2008 report showed the pipelines restored.

Overall R Brookfield was happy with the site visits that he has conducted.

The next monitoring visit will be in November.
6. COMPLAINTS/ PROCEDURE

Complaints log:
GDF Storage representatives confirmed that they have received no complaints.
Complaints:
R Brookfield received one complaint regarding the movement of abnormal loads. It was reported that 9 deliveries were witnessed on one night along Hulse Lane between the hours of 9pm and 1am. R Brookfield investigated the complaint and it was found to be a company delivering de-inked paper from Bury to a farm.

7. OPEN FORUM
A Leadbetter informed members that the hazardous substances consent is required again for access to the 33kv sub station on site. This is the same process as in March. The sub station is owned by SP Manweb and as such they must be able to gain access to it.
R Brookfield confirmed that the Cheshire County Council would be supporting the application and reminded members that nothing changes except for the name on the HSE documents.

M Boag-Munroe asked if the gas will come from the existing gas line.
J Badet replied yes.

AL confirmed that National Grid are conducting a feasibility study for the connection and GDF Storage are awaiting the detail. National Grid will define the network capacity.
